We have been making music since the dawn of culture. More than 30,000 years ago early humans were
already playing bone flutes, percussive instruments and jaw harps. Infants as young as two months will turn
ftoward consonant, or pleasant, sounds and away from dissonant ones. Therein lies an intriguing biological
mystery: Why is music universally beloved and important to us? In recent years we have begun to gain a firmer
Tunderstanding of where and how music is processed in the brain, which should lay a foundation for answering
evolutionary questions. The experience of a composer additionally suggested that music and speech were

rocessed independently. After suffering a stroke in 1953, Vissarion Shebalin, a Russian composer, could no
Ifonger talk or understand speech, yet he retained the ability to write music until his death 10 years later.
